JCB Racing Terms and Conditions


1. JCB’s can be dangerous. Due to the very nature of the event, there is a certain element of risk for participants and spectators. 

2. All persons, vehicles, property etc. entering the site do so entirely at their own risk.

3. All participants must remain inside the JCB’s whilst on the course, except when specifically instructed by a Marshal to the contrary.

4. In the event of a mechanical breakdown, accident, or the JCB becoming stuck, please stay inside the cab and a Marshal will come to your assistance.

5. If an obstacle or part of the course is missed out, or hit, you must return and re-complete this obstacle otherwise you will incur penalty points.

6. If anyone appears to be unfit to participate due to alcohol, drug or any other reason, the event staff reserve the right to prevent that person from participating, and any payment already paid, or due, shall not be refunded.

7. All participants and spectators enter the event entirely at their own risk. As the participant is the only person who is in control of the JCB, the organisers and/or their agents accept no responsibility for any claim whatsoever, however this may arise.

8. The Ultimate Challenge is a non-contact sport. Any driver deliberately or accidentally causing his or her machine to come into contact with any other participant’s machine, person, building or obstacle (not being part of the course) will be disqualified immediately.

9. The Ultimate Challenge reserve the right to remove anyone from the course, at any time, whose actions are, or could be considered dangerous or detrimental to other participants or the general public.

10. Any damage caused wilfully by any participant will be repaired at the cost of that participant.

11. Spectators, children and racers who are not participants in the current heat, must remain within the designated spectator area at all times.

12. All children must be supervised by their parent(s) or guardian(s) and enter entirely at their own risk 

13. Neither H.E. Services Group Limited, nor Diggerland Limited, nor Hugh Edeleanu, nor any other organiser of The Ultimate Challenge shall be liable for any accident, injury or loss howsoever caused to any person, vehicles or property, or any claim arising there from.

14. Requests for cancellations cannot be accepted after and event date has been booked, a substitute may, however, be sent to the session. 

15. In the event of the organisers having to cancel any dates for whatever reason, all pre-paid participants will be offered places on alternative dates

16. The decision of the Event Organiser/Chief Marshal shall be final.
